BAY OF ISLANDS
This morning enjoy a round of golf at Kauri Cliffs. The course is a par 72, and measures 6,412 metres from the back tees. Green fees and cart hire has been included today.

Kauri Cliffs was designed and built by David Harman of Golf Course Consultants, Orlando, Florida. Fifteen holes view the Pacific Ocean, six of which are played alongside cliffs which plunge into the sea. The beautiful inland holes wind through marsh, forest and farmland.

The remainder of the day is at leisure and we suggest the following optional activities:

· Scenic flight – fixed wing or helicopter to Cape Reinga – the northernmost tip of New Zealand*

· Private boat charter* 

· Swim with the dolphins cruise*

· Game fishing (seasonal)*

· Cruise to Cape Brett and the famous “Hole in the Rock”

· Visit the Waitangi Treaty House where the Treaty of Waitangi was signed in 1840 between the New Zealand Maori and the British Crown

· Pompallier House 1842 – French factory built in colonial New Zealand to print books for the Catholic Mission 

· Kemp Mission House (one of New Zealand’s oldest buildings – 1822) and the Stone Store at Kerikeri
· Explore romantic historic Russell

· Diving at the Poor Knights Islands
DAY 3


BAY OF ISLANDS TO TAUPO VIA ROTORUA

This morning drive to Kerikeri Airport (approximately 30 minutes drive) and return your rental vehicle prior to your onward flight.
Fly Kerikeri to Rotorua (cost not included).
Upon arrival at Rotorua Airport collect your mid-size automatic rental vehicle including daily insurance, unlimited mileage and accident excess reduction.
Rotorua – heartland of New Zealand’s Maori culture.  Surrounded by steaming lakes, bubbling hot pools and bursting geysers, Rotorua is host to some of the worlds most incredible earth forces, capturing all that is precious and unique – feel its spirit ~ Manakitanga.
While in Rotorua today we suggest the following optional activities:
· Maori Arts and Crafts Institute and Te Puia Thermal Reserve

· Agrodome Farm Show

· Rainbow Springs Nature Park and Kiwi Encounter featuring unique flora and fauna and endangered and native species 
· Paradise Valley Springs – Trout springs and wildlife experience
· Rotorua Museum of Art and History

· Polynesian Spa – Thermal Pools and Beauty Retreat 

· Hell’s Gate (Tikitere) Thermal Reserve and Spa

· Buried Village of Te Wairoa
Later today continue to your accommodation in Taupo (approximately 1 hours drive). Enroute we suggest a visit to Wai-O-Tapu Thermal Reserve, New Zealand's most colourful volcanic area.
Taupo – ‘Trout fishing capital of New Zealand’.  Set on the shores of New Zealand’s largest lake with awe-inspiring panoramic views of the diverse volcanic landscape from the pristine lake to the surrounding mountain peaks of Ruapehu, Tongariro and Ngauruhoe.

Architecturally-designed to maximise the spectacular lake and mountain views, 4 bedroom Acacia Cliffs perches high on a ridge offering an uninterrupted panorama of Lake Taupo, Mount Tauhara and the Kaimanawa Ranges.
