DAY 1


ARRIVE QUEENSTOWN

Upon arrival at Queenstown Airport you will be met by a representative of Southern Crossings who will hand over your New Zealand documentation and transfer you to your accommodation.
Queenstown - ‘Adventure Capital of the World’. Set on the shores of Lake Wakatipu, amidst the towering peaks of the Southern Alps, the scenery provides a perfect backdrop for endless activities and an idyllic haven in which to relax. 

Sofitel Queenstown features two levels of restaurants, bars and boutique shopping, all in the heart of Queenstown. A highlight of the Sofitel Queenstown is its signature restaurant ‘Vie’, which overlooks a stunning landscaped garden and tranquil waterfall.

DAY 2


QUEENSTOWN

Today is at leisure and we suggest the following optional activities:

· Jetboat excursion or Fun Yak trip on the scenic Dart River*

· Steamer cruise aboard the TSS Earnslaw to Walter Peak*

· Private guided tours - visit a variety of leading boutique wineries and vineyards for which Central Otago is renowned - Amisfield, Chard Farm, Peregrine Wines, Lake Hayes and Gibbston Vineyards*

· Golf at Millbrook Resort, Kelvin Heights or Hills Golf Club*

· Hot air ballooning*

· Day hike to nearby Routeburn National Park*

· Visit the sites and surreal landscape where the ‘Lord of the Rings’ was filmed*

· Exhilarating jetboat ride on the Shotover River

· Gondola Ride to Bob’s Peak for breathtaking views
· Visit the historic and picturesque Gold Mining Settlement of Arrowtown

· Horse riding through rolling alpine countryside

· Rail Trail by day

· For the more adventurous - bungy jumping, sky diving, parapenting, heli-surfing, river surfing, rock climbing, white water rafting

· Old Cromwell Town – self guided tour visiting local artists, historic buildings, shopping for gourmet preserves and fine homeware (45 minutes drive from Queenstown) 
Your pre departure briefing begins at 7.00pm at the R&R Sports, Corner Camp and Shotover  Streets. Your guide will explain the details of the Track; arrange storage for your surplus luggage and hand out rain jackets and backpacks to those requiring them.
DAY 3

QUEENSTOWN TO HOLLYFORD TRACK (WATERFALLS, PYKE RIVER LODGE, GLOW WORMS)
Depart Queenstown at 7.00am, travel along side the beautiful Lake Wakatipu and on to Te Anau. After a brief stop, depart for the Hollyford Valley and travel through the majestic Eglington Valley to the start of the Track in the Hollyford Valley visiting Gunn's Camp museum on the way. Then re-trace the footsteps of early explorers along the Hollyford River to Pyke River Lodge. As the Track undulates gently through native beech forest and beside tumbling waterfalls enjoy interesting historical tales and interpretation of the forest and bird life. In the evening you can visit our nearby glow-worm colony. Walking Distance: Approx 17kms (12miles).

DAY 4
HOLLYFORD TRACK (LAKES, JET BOATING AND 1000 YEAR OLD TREES)
Begin your day with a short walk to Lake Alabaster and learn of the history and geology of the area whilst in the midst of stunning surroundings. Cross Fiordland's longest swing bridge and then enjoy a captivating jet boat journey down the Hollyford River and across Lake McKerrow to the historic site of Jamestown that was intended to be the capital of the South Island in the late 1900's. 
Walk through the ancient Podocarp forest (New Zealand native pines) with huge Rimu, Totara and Kahikatea trees wrapped in massive Rata vines. Arrive at Martin's Bay Lodge by 5.00pm. 
Walking Distance: Approx 12kms (7miles).



DAY 5
HOLLYFORD TRACK TO QUEENSTOWN (WILDLIFE EXPERIENCE, MARTINS BAY BEACH AND COASTLINE /SCENIC FLIGHT TO MILFORD SOUND) 
Walk through the young rejuvenating forest of Jerusalem Creek and visit the fur seal colony at Long Reef on the wild West Coast. You may see the rare Fiordland Crested Penguin. Travel by jet boat to the beach and explore the seven kilometre Martins Bay Beach sand-dunes and lagoon. Learn about its history and its plant, sea and bird life. Return to Martins Bay Lodge and then enjoy a scenic flight to Milford Sound, with views of the Track route, Hollyford Valley and Mt Tutoko, Fiordland's highest peak. Board your coach for your return journey to Queenstown with stops of interest along the way. Arrive back no later than 7.30pm. There is an option at additional cost to cruise Milford Sound if you wish. 
Walking Distance: Approx 8kms (5miles).
